Hargis’ haunting style remains in this latest work, which is heavily influenced by the thought-provoking, slower pace of small town life in Vernonia, Oregon.  His evolution as an artist is evident as his work continues to develop from the linear elements of his previous drawings to more gestural, painted surfaces.

Hargis received a BFA from the University of Kansas in 1998 and now lives and works in Vernonia.
