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We are excited to announce two dramatic solo exhibitions for the month of December.  

Stephen O’Donnell’s impeccably crafted paintings mine the myths and realities of gender identity.  To examine common expectations, he reverses sex assignment with irony, drama, and bawdy sexuality.  In this show titled “Mythos”, the Greek word for “truth”, O’Donnell investigates the now totally inverted meaning of the word.  Referencing formal compositions from art history, the works offer a fantastic view into the emotional vulnerabilities of the artist, as well as ancient mythological tales of adventure, horror, wronging of innocents and their restoration.

Also exhibiting this month:

Kaoru Saito’s masterful mezzotints reflect a nostalgic view of Japan’s past.  Most works in this show illustrate the 11th century, Heian-era novel “The Tales of Genji,” which was written by Lady Murasaki Shikubu.  The tale takes you into the secret lives of court nobility, warriors, and Geisha.  The mezzotint process is one of the most labor-intensive and rarely practiced.  It rewards the practitioner and viewer with subtle shading and graphic detail.  Saito, now in his 70’s, is Japan’s most accomplished mezzotint artist.
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
